SUGGESTED SUPPLY LIST:

 If you already have items you like they are fine to learn with. Other item can be added as you go along, so don’t worry about getting every tiny thing.

A ‘warm’ and a ‘cool ‘ of each main color to begin with.

Yellows:  Cools; Hansa, Azo,   Warms; Cadmium, Indian

Reds:       Cool; Quinacridone Rose,   Warm; Cadmium

Blues:      Cool; Cobalt, Phthalocyanine,     Warm; Ultramarine

Greens:    Cool; Phthalocyanine, Permanent Light, Warm; Hookers, Sap, Olive (a nice dark), Azo

Incidentals, Some other colors good to have: 

        Cadmium Orange, Dioxazine Purple, 

                     Yellow Ochre, Raw Sienna, Transparent red oxide, 

                     Paynes Gray, Raw or Burnt Umber.

OIL and Acrylic painters: BIG tube of Titanium, or a mixed White, ‘Alkyd’ oil (dries faster) is good or Permalba for oil painters is a good mixed white.

Walnut Oil, for oil painters, you won’t need very much to start.

Oil painters: DON’T BRING Turpentine or noxious thinners. A small amount of No Odor mineral spirits is best, or no thinner at all if you need to be most health conscience. 

Brushes: Don’t get expensive ones to start, maybe just 3 or 4; filberts, flats and rounds # 3, 8, 12 

Canvases: Whatever size you feel comfortable with – but not tiny, get several, you may need to work on more than one painting at a time due to drying if you are using oils. 11 X 14, 16 X 24, ? – Whatever hits your eye right. The inexpensive panels are good to start with – or if you are more experienced go for Gallery wrapped & larger. The Monet Masterpiece is a good brand for larger works.

Watercolorists: Heavy paper is best, a good-sized block of 300 lbs., 9” X 12” at the minimum, or loose sheets up to 22” X 30”.

Gesso: For Oil or Acrylic painters. The inexpensive brand is fine, or even white (water-based) house paint will work while you learn! Some canvases come already gessoed – that’s fine to begin on. Especially if you prefer fine detail, OR -

Try gesso-ing your canvases before the first class if possible, three coats, applied with random brushstrokes from a large hardware-type. paintbrush. Sand slightly between layers – each layer will take 1 to 3 hours to dry tough. This is water-based.

Other Stuff; A roll of paper towels, An Apron, Thin rubber gloves, a butcher’s tray palette, or any palette you’ve used before, but keep in mind; if you are working in oils the palette will also store the paint squeezed from the tube, so edges are good – like on the butcher’s tray. If you are working in acrylics, a lid or covering is needed as the paints dry so quickly. Make sure the surface is large enough to mix colors on. A palette knife or two. Watercolorists: a painting board or those giant clipboards are great to support wet paper and to transport back and forth. Some low-tack masking tape. A few odd-shaped small sponges. A spray mist bottle. (All painters)

If you have a portable easel bring it, but don’t worry about buying one at first – we can work flat.

A fun paint box or carton to carry the supplies. This can even be an old shoe box, or canvas tote – creativity is encouraged!
