Encaustic Class Supply List


We will be supplying the class with the hot plates, propane torchs, practice boards to paint on and tools.  

You will need to bring with you the following items:

1) Encaustic Paints- Bring one white, one black and 3 colors that appeal to you:

                 Enkaustikos Hot Cakes – Already in a tin, which is nice.
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                 R&F Paint – they also make a nice starter kit that includes a wood panel
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2) A natural hair brush for each paint color. Make sure it is a natural hair, plastic brushes will melt!  (Home Depot has cheap brushes) or a nice Hake Bristol brush 1”, smaller brushes for finer details.  
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3) A metal tin for each color of paint (if not in a tin already), such as tuna can (cleaned and dry) or any metal tin with a completely flat bottom.  Make sure can does not have paint, paper or plastic on the outside of it, that it is completely metal.
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4) Wood panel for final piece in class (recommend 12” x 12” or something smaller). The larger you go the more encaustic paint and medium it will take, so keep that in mind.

5) Encaustic Medium – 1 to 2 lbs, best in pellet form or in chunks.
